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Good News Reflection 
 

You duped me, Lord! 

This Sunday's first reading is one of my personal favorites. I have often felt the way Jeremiah does here. I have 
yelled at God, "You duped me, O Lord, and I let myself be duped!" And I allow it again and again. "You knew 
this would happen, Lord! Why did you lead me into this trial?" Have you ever felt that way? 

Why do we let him do this to us? Why do we trust God even though he leads us into difficult situations? Why 
do we follow Jesus into giving our help and love to others even though it's going to feel very uncomfortable if 
not downright painful? 

Walking with God and serving his king-
dom is an adventure. We can expect the 
unexpected, and unfortunately in this 
world that includes suffering -- denying 
ourselves the opportunity to pursue self-
centered agendas, taking up crosses, and 
following Jesus all the way to Calvary 
(but then of course, all the way to resur-
rection, too, as explained in the Gospel 
reading). 

Because we love God, we are willing to 
offer ourselves as a living sacrifice, like 
the second reading asks us to do. This is 
the highest form of worship; it's a spiritu-
al communion that we experience outside 
of the Eucharistic liturgy of Mass. In un-
ion with Jesus, we are the Eucharist. 

As Jeremiah's complaint shows us, we 
can safely complain to God. We can tell 
him, without getting punished, that we do 
not like working for him. Complaining to 
others, however, is a sin because it caus-
es gossip and prejudices and makes God 
look bad. 

Asking for prayer support during our tri-
als is important, and we must keep doing 
this, but complaining to others shows 
how little we trust God. Eventually, we 
will see the good that comes from our 
sacrifices, and this is what we should 
communicate to others. 

Questions for Personal Re-
flection: 
How do you feel when you do a good 

deed and it later works against you? Have you said "no" to allowing it to happen again? What brings the heal-
ing love of Jesus to you to help you recover? 

Questions for Community Faith Sharing: 
What unexpected sufferings have you encountered while giving someone a gift of unconditional love or while 
doing some other service for the kingdom of God? How did you feel about God at that time? Was the cross 
you carried worth all the hardships? Explain.

Dear parish family, 

We have reopened our church building and resumed our Sunday masses on the weekend of June 20-
21. Because we need to sanitize the pews after each Mass, we are having only Saturday 5:30 pm, Sun-
day 9:30 am, and 11:30 am Masses for the time being.  

Since we are in this together, we need to take care of each other. For the safety of everyone, including the 
priests and our fellow parishioners, please follow the directives. 

 The Dispensation from the obligation to attend Sunday and Holy Day of Obligation Masses remains in ef-
fect for the Diocese of Rockville Centre until further notice.  

 Those at higher risk from COVID-19 (i.e., the elderly or who have underlying health conditions) or not 
feeling well of any sort should stay home and watch the live stream. 

 All present must wear masks (or facial cloth coverings). Any homemade mask or scarf is sufficient, 

provided that it covers the nose and mouth. Please note that you will not be admitted without 
one.  

 Attendance to Liturgies is limited to 33% of the normal seating capacity of our church; that is 120 people  
 Families and those who traveled to the church together may sit together. All others must maintain social 

distancing (6 feet apart).  
 Offertory baskets will not be passed around. There are collection stations at the exits and can drop your 

offertory into a basket before or after Mass. 

 Live streaming of all masses will continue until further notice. 
 Further directives will be given at the Mass about the distribution of communion. 

 
Once again, I want to thank you very much for your generous support of our parish family financially. Be-
cause of your generosity, we can maintain our staff and other needs of our parish like maintenance of our 
buildings, landscaping, utilities, etc.

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Faith Formation Registration 2020-21 

Registration for Levels 2-8 

Our goal as always at Assumption Faith Formation Program is to help children grow in their relationship with 
God and to live as disciples of Jesus at home, in school, and their community while developing an understand-
ing of Scripture and our Catholic faith. 

 We have been preparing a program that meets the standards of faith formation and diocesan guidelines, while 
at the same time following all CDC guidelines for health and safety. We are planning to start our formation 
year in person; however, we follow the actions of the Middle Country School District and may need to 
transfer classes to an online forum should the district decide to do so. 

 Classes are scheduled to begin the week of October 5th  

 Classes will meet in 2 sessions (A and B sessions) and will be bi-weekly.  
This allows us to keep classes small, with the maximum allowed being seven students. 

 Everyone attending Must wear a mask 

 Desks or chairs will be spaced 6 feet or more apart 

 There will be no sharing of materials 

 Catechists and children MUST stay home when sick 

 All rooms and common area surfaces will be cleaned and sanitized before and after classes  

 Classes will be dismissed one at a time to ensure social distancing is being followed. 

To make this possible for our children, we will need volunteers for the following: 

 -substitute catechists 

 -cleaning and sanitizing between classes (even if you can offer 20 minutes per week) 

 -security 

To facilitate the registration process, we will now be using an online form.  Online Registration will begin on 
Saturday, August 1st, at www.abvmcentereach.com. We are limiting class size for each session, so please regis-
ter as soon as possible if you would like a specific day and time.
