Awaken the fullness of life in the Holy Spirit 

The Holy Spirit is Christ's Spirit generously given to us so that we can be holy and continue the ministry that Christ began. On our 
own, we cannot be like Jesus, but if his Spirit is alive and active within us, we have Christ's holiness, his faith, his supernatural love 
and peace, confidence and endurance, and everything else that we see in Jesus. 

You received the Holy Spirit during your baptism. The reality of this was confirmed and strengthened in the Sacrament of Confirma-
tion. Ever since the first out-pouring of the Spirit on Pentecost, God has been transforming the world by working through those who 
serve his Kingdom. He generously fills us with his Spirit so that we will succeed at whatever he asks us to do. But how well his holi-

ness and power exudes from us is up to us. 

Join me in this Prayer to the Holy Spirit: 

Dear Jesus, stir up within me the fullness of Your Holy Spirit. Help me to live in Your holy power. Open my mind to understand 
Your truths, and open my heart to accept Your truths even before I gain right understanding. 

O Holy Spirit, help me to seek, more than anything, the kingdom of God. Help me to recognize what I am attached to that is not of 
You, and give me the determination and the strength to let go. I want only You.
