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Good News Reflection

Rejected, misunderstood, dishelieved

In this Sunday's Gospel reading, we see the painful truth of what happens when we share our faith with those who knew us before we
became alive in our faith.

Like Jesus, we are rejected, misunderstood, and disbelieved by people who don't understand why we changed. They feel threatened
by our example; they don't want to consider their own need to change. We sound like fanatics to them, and they use this as an excuse
to remain uninfluenced by our testimony.

Jesus changed after he quit living an ordinary life in an ordinary town with an ordinary job to begin a ministry that would instigate
persecution, and he invited everyone to follow his example. How crazy does that sound?

Making matters worse, he was now spending all of his time trying to change the status quo of everyone's normal life and their normal
ways of relating to others and their normal attitudes about religion -- even affecting the status quo of those who did not want to fol-
low him and become like him.

People don't like to be challenged, especially when it means giving up what's familiar and comfortable. However, this is not a reason
for us to keep silent. We have been called by Christ to share the good news about him. We must make it known that conversion is
important, or else we are sinning against him and against those who need to learn more about him.

We fulfill this mission by sharing our personal conversion stories and our spiritual insights, and especially by making this an invita-
tion rather than by demanding that others change.

If you're being rejected because of this, remember that Jesus understands how you feel. Let the sting of their rejection be replaced by
an awareness that God is very pleased with you.

Questions for Personal Reflection:
In what ways has Jesus changed your life? Who are the people that misunderstand these changes? Now list those who do understand
you: What can you do to enjoy their company more often?

Questions for Community Faith Sharing:
When have you been rejected because of your spiritual growth? What have you learned about how to lovingly respond to their objec-
tions? What are your frustrations in doing this? Have you ever walked away like Jesus did when he left his hometown?

Get Jesus right and get right with Jesus
With so many Christian "brands" out there—Catholic and
Protestant, evangelical and contemplative, high church or pop
church—it's easy to wonder who's got Jesus right.

Still, Jesus' identity has
been debated since his own generation. Mark's gospel, the
earliest written, betrays a perceived shadow on Jesus' paternity:
He's identified as Mary's son rather than the son of Joseph, as
would have been customary. Later gospels replace what was
seen at the time as a less-than-honorable reference by calling
Jesus the “carpenter's son." The question remains: Is Jesus more
than a human sage? Is he Lord of your life?

Saint Paul tells the Romans that “tribulation brings about
perseverance; and perseverance, proven character; and proven
character, hope.” Paul knew a thing or two about perseverance.
His lengthy missionizing sea journeys covered something on the
magnitude of 10,000 miles and many months on often rough seas.
When you feel tested, turn to Paul for inspiration. Stay the course!

OPTIONAL MEMORIAL OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY

Ever Virgin, ever esteemed
It is ironic but true that the Blessed Virgin Mary is mentioned more
times in Islam’s Qur'an than in the Christian New Testament. Parts
of two chapters of the Qur'an are devoted to Mary. Much like in the
gospel of Luke, one chapter tells the story of the events leading up
to the birth of Jesus. The other speculates about Mary’s family, her
parents and siblings, making linguistic parallels to the family of
Moses. As in Catholic tradition, Islam considers the Mother of
Jesus the greatest of all women of faith. The spiritual influence of
the Virgin Mary transcends even religious differences.
TODAY'S READINGS: Genesis 49:29-32; 50:15-26a; Matthew 10:24-33
(388). “Nothing is concealed that will not be revealed, nor secret
that will not be known.”
