change, we're free of any guilt.

’ ’ But we must not stop trying,

If we do take a stand against
sin but without compassion
and mercy and unconditional

And if that fails, we try again with still more backing.

When every attempt to help someone has failed, only then do we quit. In reality, it's not us who's walking away. The sin-
ner is the one who has chosen the path of separation. However, remember how Jesus treated the Gentiles and tax collec-
tors (i.e., the outsiders, the separated ones): He never stopped loving them. He still chose to die for them.

Questions for Personal Reflection:
Whose sins have greatly disturbed you lately? What have you done about it? How loving and caring have you been in
handling it?

Questions for Community Faith Sharing:

What bothers you about the way some people have pointed out your sins or the sins of others? How could they have
been more compassionate? Share the story of a time when someone successfully led another into repentance and growth.
Explain why the effort was effective.

Groups are 6-10 peo-
ple who meet to discuss faith, go deeper in the weekly message, and sup-

port one another in their relationship with Christ. This is the place to care

for others and be cared for; a place to impact our community and the

Today, the anniversary of the largest terrorist attack in American
history, is a day to call to mind those who rushed in to help, at
great cost. The first certified fatality of the attacks was Father
Mychal Judge, Franciscan friar and New York City Fire
Department chaplain, who rushed to the World Trade Center to
help. During his life, he was known for ministering to the
marginalized and for the words on a prayer card he often
distributed: “Lord, take me where you want me to go. Let me meet
who you want me to meet. Tell me what you want me to say. And
keep me out of your way.” Honor his legacy and make his humble
prayer yours today.

Names are a big deal in the Bible. More than a moniker, the names
of people—and God—capture, convey, and even conjure a
being’s very essence. It's why the Hebrews refused, out of
respect, to speak God'’s holiest name and why “taking the Lord’s
name in vain” is forbidden. We see in biblical history how life-
changing experiences prompt a person’s change of name, as
when Sarai becomes Sarah and Saul becomes Paul. When Jesus
talks of acting “in my name,” he affirms a power and presence
invoked by simply uttering his name. Today, heed Venerable
Bruno Lanteri, founder of the Oblates of the Virgin Mary, who
instructed: simply “think of Mary. call on Mary.”

Saint Helena was the mother of
Emperor Constantine (the first Roman emperor to embrace the
faith), and Helena is said to have found the actual crucifix of Jesus
in Jerusalem in the fourth century, spurring significant devotion to
the Holy Cross. This devotion has had staying power perhaps
because it helps believers to reflect upon the saving power of
Jesus’ death. Today when something presents itself as a “cross”
to you, take a few moments to contemplate the cross of Christ.

These concerns led to the adoption of the Montreal Protocol in
1987, celebrated today, which bans the production of chemicals
that cause ozone depletion.
