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Good News Reflection 

Sharing God’s Riches 

Jesus asks the rich young man, "Why do you call me good? Only God is good." What’s he trying to achieve?  

First, if the young man truly believes that Jesus is good and that his teachings are good, and if he has observed 
his miracles and behavior, then it should be obvious to him that all this goodness is proof that Jesus is God.  

Also, Christ's question offers the young man an opportunity to become more humble. If he truly believes what 
Jesus says, then he should realize that since only God is good, no one else, including himself, obeys the com-
mandments perfectly. Such 
a realization should have 
opened his heart to the 
truth that Jesus explains 
next:  

"There's only one thing 
keeping you from being 
holy like God: earthly at-
tachments. To gain free-
dom from this world and 
possess only what belongs 
to the kingdom of God 
share your treasures."  

He’s saying this to all of 
us, but he’s not telling us to 
become destitute. To "give 
up" everything we possess 
means being willing to give 
it away. If it's a good thing 
for us to have because it blesses us, God does want us to enjoy it, but true joy comes from being God's partner 
as a distributer of his wealth. It's the fullest way to live! And we are all called to live this way.  

If we remain attached to earthly stuff, we distance ourselves from God and hurt those who would benefit from 
our generosity. However, to achieve complete freedom from attachments, we cannot rely only on our own ef-
forts. It’s often very difficult to let go and become willing to share everything.  

The good news is that Jesus made it possible by taking our sins to the cross and sharing with us his own Holy 
Spirit, who empowers us to do whatever he asks of us. Our lives on earth become more fulfilling when we 
dare to share. The more we give to others in a spirit of love, the more we receive the treasures of heaven. In-
deed, we become one of heaven’s treasures! 

Questions for Personal Reflection: In comparison to the holy ways of dealing with life's circumstances that 
Jesus modeled for us, how unlike Jesus – how worldly – are you today? And how divine is your behavior? 
What earthly treasures have you given away? Decide upon an action that will help you detach from earthly 
treasures this week. 

Questions for Community Faith Sharing: Share the story of a time when you gave away an earthly treasure 
even though you really didn't want to detach from it. What motivated you to give it away? How did God repay 
you?

As you already know, at Assumption, we preach in message 
series. Over several weeks, we will examine a topic in depth. 
We select a topic based on the weekend's scripture readings.  

God speaks to us at every moment, especially in a community 
setting, when His people come together on Sundays and listen 

to the Word of God as we celebrate, pray, praise, and thank God. Then the discussion continues in the Small 
Groups and goes deeper. Our message series usually runs from September to July. Our mission continues to 
Love God, Serve Others, and Grow Disciples. 

Prayer is often seen as a good thing but not necessarily effective. We say our prayers and hope it makes a dif-
ference but at the end of the day see it as a backup plan to our efforts and activities. We say things like, “All 
we can do is pray.” But what if we have been selling prayer short? What if we don’t pray fully because we are 
afraid it actually will work? As Hebrews 10:31 says, “It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living 
God.” In prayer we connect with the power that created the heavens and the earth. The power of the sun and 
the depths of the ocean are nothing compared to the power and depth of our God. In prayer we meet this same 
God and have an opportunity to receive and draw upon his power.  

In this series we will seek to uproot some of the limiting attitudes towards prayer and lead our community to 
make dangerous prayers.  
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Small Group is where our large church gets small. 
Groups are 6-10 people who meet usually once a week to 
discuss faith, go deeper in the weekly message, and sup-
port one another in their relationship with Christ. During 
this season of Lent it is a great opportunity to discover 
and explore the small group experience. This is the place 
to care for others and be cared for; Assumption small 
groups are open to accept more people anytime during

Diocesan Bankruptcy—Statement 

The Diocese of Rockville Centre and its related ministries are grateful that prelim-
inary terms have been agreed upon for the settlement of our bankruptcy case. For 
the sake of survivors and the Church's mission on Long Island, we pray that the 
plan is approved and completed as quickly as possible.  

The total proposed settlement amount is just over $323 million, which includes 
insurance contributions, Diocesan assets and sale proceeds from Diocesan proper-
ty, and contributions from parishes and other related entities. The Diocese, Parish-
es and other related entities will contribute a total of $234.8 million. Insurance 
companies will contribute a total of just over $85 million. Counsel for the Credi-
tor's Committee will contribute $3 million. All participated in order to help offer 
equitable compensation to survivors and move this difficult ordeal towards a con-
clusion.  

Part of the settlement plan involves all parishes entering into an abbreviated Chapter 11 with the approval of 
the court and the parties to the case in order to secure a release from liability for the parishes. It is expected that 
parish Chapter 11's will be resolved within 48 hours of filing and will not interfere with parish work and minis-
tries. No parishes are closing as a result of this process.  

The Diocese's goal has always been the equitable compensation of survivors of abuse while allowing the 
Church to continue her essential mission. We believe that this plan will achieve those goals.
